MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL TUESDAY AUGUST 2, 2011 AT 6:30PM 
The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session Thursday August 2, 2011 at 6:30pm following a public hearing.  Councilman Moreau was late.
Councilman Richard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Montoucet motioned to approved Regular Minutes of July 7, 2011 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, Councilman Moreau was absent for the voting, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Don Menard announced his Candidacy for State Representative for District 39 and asked for support. 
Architects Wayne Domingue with Architects Southwest reported on the closure of Emergency Service building project.  No action was taken.
Mayor Morrison reported that residential gas rate will have a reduction of 25 percent.  He stated that reviewing the current formula and having a consultant in on the gas side to review it and get the cost down.  Councilman Montoucet motioned to reduce the rate for gas.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Moreau motioned to adopt Ordinance #2011-9 An Ordinance amending Ordinance number 2007-14 regulating development drainage detention. Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously. 
Councilman Moreau motioned to accept Mark Savoy Engineering recommendation for Substantial Completion of I-10 South Frontage Road Sewage Extension to 812 Frontage road.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-30, A Resolution authorizing the mayor to execute a servitude agreement for KOA Kampgrounds of Lafayette, Inc. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously. 
Councilman Montoucet motioned to amend budget to purchase 30 chairs and 3 tables for $900 for the Begnaud house.  Councilman Montoucet stated that the current chairs were in bad shape and need to be replaced for safety reasons.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Young motioned to amend budget for $2000 for Scott Park to purchase supplies to install a sprinkler system on the baseball fields.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Hollier motioned to amend budget for the food expense for Grand Opening of Emergency Service Building $900.00.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Moreau motioned to table variance to Firework Ordinance for October 29, 2011 between 8 pm & 10 pm, Acadiana Indian Association.  Mr. Arun Lakhotia was not present. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young, motioned to amend budget $8,614 for the increase in employer contribution rate to the Municipal Employees Retirement System from 6.75% to 8.00%.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Richard motioned to adopt Resolution#2011-32, A Resolution requesting financial assistance from the State of Louisiana under the fiscal year 2011-2012 Local Government Assistance Program (LGAP).  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-33, a Resolution granting the authority to Mayor Morrison or designated representative to sign and submit all necessary documents regarding an agreement between the City of Scott and Tauck, Inc. D/B/A Tack World Discovery Mayor Morrison permission to execute a contract with Tauck Tours for the year 2012. Ms. Redell Miller Tourist coordinator for the Begnaud House explained about Tauck Tours.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
