MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL THURSDAY AUGUST 6, 2009 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Councilmen met in regular session Thursday August 6, 2009 at 6:00pm. Councilman Young was absent.
Councilman Menard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Montoucet motioned to approved minutes of July 2, 2009 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Menard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to approved minutes of July 14, 2009 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Menard motioned to table Grant Announcement, State Representative Nancy Landry and State Senator Nick Gautreaux was not present.  Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.
Ms. Neil Duhon resident of 308 Delhomme asked for help with speeders on Delhomme Ave.  Councilman Boudreau motioned to reduce the speed limit on Delhomme to 25 mph from East of St. Mary Street to the curve at Mills Street.  Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Mike Mayeaux requested a variance to Ordinance #2007-14, base flood elevation. Councilman Menard motioned to go with engineers’ recommendation and the City Attorney and write waver for a 1-foot freeboard. Seconded by Councilman Moreau, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Moreau motioned to adopt Resolution #2009-16, A Resolution awarding the contract to Hub City Paving to replace culverts along Le Violon Road.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
After a lengthy discussion on the new proposed Animal Control contract with Lafayette Consolidated Government, it was agreed that the Council asked Attorney Bill Babin and Councilman Mark Moreau to meet with LCG to get more answers to their questions.  Mayor Myers stated that she wanted to attend the meeting. If Mayor Myers calls a special meeting to discuss the Zoning Ordinance, she will include Animal Control on agenda for updates.
Councilman Menard motioned to adopt Resolution #2009-14, A Resolution approving and authorizing Mayor Myers to enter into an intergovernmental agreement between the City of Scott and the Lafayette Parish Sheriff’s office for the collection of Ad Valorem Taxes. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Ms. Redell Miller, Coordinator Begnaud House asked that the city consider using the Judice Store building on Alfred Street for Special Cultural Events and rent out the building for other use.  Ms Miller had contacted the Chappuis and they had sent a letter to Mayor Myers expressing their interest in working with the city. After a discussion, the Council asked Mayor Myers and Ms. Miller to meet with the property owners to get a clear understanding of terms for city use of Judice Building.
There being no further discussion, meeting adjourned.
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
