MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL THURSDAY JULY 2, 2009 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session July 2, 2009 at 6:00pm. Councilman Boudreaux and Attorney Bill Babin were absent.
Councilman Menard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Young motioned to approved minutes of June 4, 2009 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to approved minutes of June 25, 2009 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to table, State Representative Nancy Landry, State Senator Nick Gautreaux could not be present for an announcement for a Grant for the City of Scott. Seconded by Councilman Menard, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Tommy Cart, Publisher of the Independent Publishing Corp announced that on August 5, 2009 the City of Scott would have the first weekly publication.  He stated that Ms Francis Bihm will spearhead the newspaper and Ms Becky Boudreau will be the News Director. Ms. Bihm spoke about the different sections the paper will offer. It will be call the “Scott Connection” Subscription price will be $20 per year in state; $25 per year out of state.
Mr. Wayne Domingue and Shay Trahan Architects for Scott Emergency Service Building did a presentation on the proposed 2.8 million dollar facility, which will be on the property next door to City Hall on Lions Club Road. Part of the construction will be funded by a state grant if received.
Councilman Menard motioned to adopt Resolution #2009-15, A Resolution to adopt the millage rate of 3.36 mils for the tax year 2009.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Fire Chief Chad Sonnier requested a variance to Ordinance #1988-4 for the MDA Boot Drive.  Councilman Menard motioned to give them one-day in July and one-day August for weather purpose to do the MDA Boot Drive.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Chief Chad Sonnier asked the Council to adopt an ordinance for the NFPA 1 BI Fire Code I, he stated that this would help the fire rating within the corp limits.  The Council agreed and asked Mayor Myers to have Attorney Bill Babin to make a new ordinance. 
Ms. Nell Duhon asked that Mr. Ron Cormier speak on her behalf to discuss adding Speed Tables near the intersection of 308 Delhomme Avenue and Alfred Street.  Mr. Cormier stated that vehicles are speeding though the intersection and not stopping at the stop signs on Alfred and is concern for safety.  Police Chief Chad Leger stated that 
he had a officer out and at the peak hours and found that the percent of violators were at a minimun, Chief also state that with the radar trailer the average speed was below the speed limit, and he does not feel that speed table are warranted.  Councilman Menard requested that the city get prices on a speed table for an intersection and information on vehicles being able to turn on them and come back to the council at the next meeting regular scheduled meeting. No other action taken.
Chief Leger asked if the city could pay Architect Southwest the $95,000 grant to put in escrow and Mr. Wayne Dominugue’s firm would draw from it as needed.  Councilman Menard motioned to Amend the Architect Contract for SESB to advance the $95,000.  Chief Leger said that he wanted to thank Past State Represented Don Trahan he was instrumental in getting the grant for the City of Scott. Motioned was seconded by Councilman young, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Joey Rabalais property owner on Benoit Road requested a variance to Ordinance #2007-14, base flood elevation for the one-foot free board. He stated that the proposed FEMA flood map shows that his property is not in a flood zones.  Mr. Mike Mayeaux was absent.  After a discussion the council ask engineer Mark Savoy to look at the situation and bring back to the council at the next regular scheduled meeting.
There being no further business, meeting adjourned.
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
