MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL MAY 6, 2010 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session May 6, 2010 at 6:00pm.  All were present.
Councilman Menard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Young motioned to approved Regular Minutes of April 1, 2010. as written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to approved Special Minutes of as April 8, 2010 written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Menard motioned to adopt Ordinance #2010-2 an Ordinance amending Ordinance Number 2007-1 and 2009-3 regulating electronic video bingo machines.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Assistant Fire Chief Andy Mire spoke about PIAL Fire Rating inspection on behalf Fire Chief Chad Sonnier who could not attend meeting.  Mire read a letter from Sonnier stating that on May 5, 2010 Mr. Dwayne Quebedeaux representative of the Property Insurance Association of Louisiana conducted a pre-evaluation of the Scott volunteer Fire Department to determine if the recent changes made warranted another evaluation.  He indicated that several positive changes were made since the past rating.  He identified areas of concerned.  The letter also listed items to improve on and the City of Scott could stay a class 3 rating.
Mr. John Montesano developer of Chateau Mirage presented his project along New Hope Road to the Mayor and Council and asked for support.  After lengthy discussion, Councilman Moreau motioned to allow Grooms engineering to look at the land situation and come back to the council with a recommendation. Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Eddie Davis, Vice President of Thomson Brothers Construction requested a Variance to the Noise Ordinance between the hours of 12 midnight and 7am on a given day between May 20 and May 30 to pour concrete for the lower foundation of the Emergency Service Building.  Mayor Myers stated that the city would notify the adjacent residents of the variance. Councilman Young motioned to give Variance to Thompson Brothers. Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Keith Theriot, Superintendent discuss a problem with sinkholes, sidewalks and culverts in Champion Subdivision.  After a lengthy discussion, Councilman Menard motioned to table and asked Attorney Babin to check into the cities responsibility.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Keith Theriot requested a Generator Plan for 2010 Budget to add a generator to each pump station with 16 stations through out the city at an estimated cost of $2,300 per station.  Mayor Myers asked that Mr. Theriot get prices for the new fiscal year budget and the Council agreed. No other action taken.
Councilman Moreau motioned to change Regular Council Meeting date on August 5, 2010 to August 12, 2010 for some member to attend the LMA Convention. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2010-7, A Resolution authorizing the Mayor to execute an agreement between the City of Scott and  A+ Meter Reading L.L.C. The new company is schedule to start on August 1, 2010.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously
Rev. Todd Menard, with Family Life Christian Academy and  Mr. Ken Hargrave  asked for assistance in purchasing playground equipment.  After a discussion the Mayor and Council explained to that, the city could not purchase equipment for private use.
Councilman Menard motioned to dispense with regular order of  business to discuss Resolution #2010-8. Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to adopt Resolution #2010-8 a Resolution of the City of Scott supporting Veterans action Coalition of Acadiana for a VA Hospital.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
