MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL THURSDAY NOVEMBER 5, 2009 AT 6:00 PM 
The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session Thursday November 5, 2009 at 6:00 PM All were present.
Councilman Menard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Young motioned to approved minutes of October 1, 2009 as written. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Burton Kolder, CPA went though the 2008/2009 Audit Report, he made the Council aware that there was a loss in the sewer department.  He also stated that the City of Scott was in great financial position. Councilman Young motioned to adopt 2008/2009 Audit Report. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Dana Fontenot asked if the city could help him with his high water bill at 5607 Cameron Apt# 3 & #4. Mr. Fontenot believes that there was something wrong with the meter and would like help with the bill.  Mayor Myers stated that the city ran multiple tests and no problems were found and the LA State Constitution prohibits the use of public funds for private use.  No action taken.
Councilman Moreau motioned to adopt Ordinance #2009-14, An Ordinance to enact and adopt certain provisions of the International Property Maintenance Code for the City of Scott, Louisiana. Moreau stated that he would like a report before any action taken for condemned property. 
Councilman Menard motion to amend budget $2,500 for L. Provost Road Cross Drainage Project. Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Menard motioned to amend budget $2500 to $3500 to cut trees and shrubbery along frontage road and I-10. Seconded by Councilman Moreau, motion carried unanimously. 
Councilman Moreau introduced Ordinance #2009-15, An Ordinance declaring the widening of Landry Road from Le Violon Road to South Fieldspan Road.  (Louisiana Highway 743) Project a Public Necessity.  
Councilman Young motioned to table problem with drainage at 116 Percy Road discussion Mr. Curley Simon could not be present.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Karl Short asked for variances to Ordinance #2002-4 Mobile Home Parks for 204 Mills expansion of existing park. Councilman Moreau motioned to give variances to items 4.4; 4.6 a, b, c each trailer puts their own stepping-stones; 4.8 e will be to allow limestone for road way with 30-feet minimum & h; 4.10, a. 1 and 2, b. c. d. 3 a. b; 4.13 and 6.2 with contingent upon a drainage analyzes.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Menard motioned to accept proposal for the extension of Harold Gauthe Dr. to Park West Drive.  Seconded by Councilman Moreau, motion carried unanimously.
