MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL THURSDAY SEPTEMBER 3, 2009 AT 6:00 PM
The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session Thursday September 3, 2009 at 6:00 pm.  All were present
Councilman Menard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Young motioned to approved minutes of August 6, 2009 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to accept Ms. Susan Richard, Engineer with Domingue and Sazbo’s recommendation to award contract to low bidder, CD Utility to replace culverts on Lebesque Road for $93,945. Ms. Richard said 9 bids were received. Seconded by Councilman Moreau, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Moreau motioned to adopt Resolution #2009-10, A Resolution authorizing and approving the Mayor to execute an Intergovernmental Agreement by and between the Lafayette City-Parish Consolidated Government and incorporated municipalities in Lafayette Parish for Lafayette City-Parish Consolidated Government to supply specific animal control and shelter services.  Attorney Babin along with Mayor Myers and Councilman Moreau reported on the meeting they had with City-Parish Government on animal control and felt that the $55,000 cost was reasonable.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously. 
Fire Chief Chad Sonnier gave an update on the Fire Rating; he reported that the city received a class 4 rating by the Property Insurance Association of Louisiana.  He believes that in a few months it would be back to a class 3 rating.  Chief Sonnier stated that the volunteer organization was doing the proper training but the documentation was not done properly and the rating drop.  Chief Sonnier said that he was allowed to move a few things around with the help Mr. Tom Cassisa PIAL; consultant to get a strong class 4 rating.  Mr. Cassisa stated that the training was not documented properly. The Mayor and Council members expressed disappointment in the result and asked how the Council could be sure that the qualifications are being met each year.  Chief Sonnier stated that he was able to increase the manpower, which will help.
Councilman Young introduced Ordinance #2009-10 An Ordinance of the City of Scott adopting the NFPA 1 Uniform Fire Code, 2006 editions thereof and documents listed in Chapter 2 of that code; prescribing regulations governing conditions hazardous to life and property from fire or explosion; providing for the issuance of permits and collection of fees; repealing ordinance #1984-10 of the City of Scott and all other ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict therewith; providing a penalty; providing a severability clause; and providing an effective date.  Mr. Butch Browning with the State Fire Marshall Office spoke on behalf of the ordinance.  He stated that he did not think we needed to adopt the NFPA 1 but to adopt the NFPA Life Safety Code, which is all that we need. Mr. Browning stated that the local firefighter could do a pre-plan survey and do the inspection, which would help with the rating.  Mayor Pro Tempo asked Attorney Babin what the legality would be for the city since the Volunteer Fire Department is not part of the City. Attorney Babin stated he would have to look in to it.  Mr. Browning stated that the only way someone could enforced the fire code is to be commission by the state fire marshal office and once the city adopted the Fire Code, they could trained someone to do the inspection and they would be a extension of the fire marshal office.  No action will be taken with Ordinance #2009-10.  The council agreed that they would have to adopt NFPA 101 Life Safety Code.
Councilman Moreau motioned to give Preliminary Approval to Ray Ophie Guidry Partition, Tract 5-A-1 Plat Review No. HE 2009-0087, Landry Road.  Mr. Andre Montagnet, Engineer stated that he agreed with the conditions of development. Seconded by Councilman Menard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to adopt Resolution #2009-17, A Resolution requesting financial assistance from the state of Louisiana under the fiscal Year 2009-2010 Louisiana Government Assistance Program. Mayor Myers stated that she is applying for $50,000 of a $151,831 grant available for all the municipalities in Lafayette Parish.  Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.
Discussion, questions on water bill for 5607 Cameron #3 & #4. Councilman Moreau motioned to table; Mr. Dana Fontenot was not present. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Moreau introduced Ordinance #2009-11 An Ordinance approving and authorizing a Cooperative Endeavor Agreement  between The City of Broussard, City of Carencro, Town of Duson, City of Scott, City of Youngsville, and Building Code Inspection Services, L.L.C. and adopting a permit fee schedule in connection therewith.  Mr. Rodney (Coonie) Richard went though the new permit fee scheduled.  The Ordinance is up for adoption at the next regular scheduled meeting.
Mr.  & Mrs. Gene Migl and their son Todd Migl stated that they have a problem with barking dogs at 150 Sylvia.  Ms. Migl stated that she is woken up by the dogs barking several time during the night and has called the police.  Chief Chad Leger said that officers’ responded to the calls and that the dogs would bark when they see the officers.  Mayor Myers stated that she called the resident at 150 Sylvia and he stated that someone is throwing rocks and shooting BB at the dogs, which are making them bark, and he has purchased bark collars to help.  After a lengthy discussion, no action was taken.  
Councilman Moreau introduced Ordinance #2009-12, An Ordinance Enlarging the boundaries of the City of Scott, Louisiana for A Heart for Children on Herbert Road Area.  Ordinance will be up for adoption at the next regular scheduled meeting.
Councilman Montoucet introduced Ordinance #2009-13, An Ordinance enlarging the boundaries of the City of Scott, Louisiana, Mills Street Area, Chad Broussard. Ordinance will be up for adoption at the next regular scheduled meeting.

Councilman Young introduced Ordinance #2009-9 An Ordinance authorizing the Mayor to execute an act of exchange of property owned by City of Scott, and no longer needed for public purposes.  Ordinance will be up for adoption at the next regular scheduled meeting.
There being no further business, meeting adjourned.
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
