MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL April 1, 2010 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session April 1, 2010 at 6:00pm.  All were present.
Councilman Menard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Montoucet motioned to approved minutes of March 4, 2010 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to approved minutes of March 9, 2010 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to approved minutes of March 18, 2010 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Mayor Myers presented Ms. Claudette Leblanc, Chairman for the Cleanest City Contest a framed Certificate of appreciation and a gift for her hard work in organizing the success of the cleanest city award. The City of Scott won first place in their district. Mayor Myers thanked Ms. Leblanc and stated that in a few weeks the city would be judged again statewide.
Councilman Young motioned to adopt Ordinance #2010-1 an Ordinance regulating peddlers, solicitors, and door-to-door vendors.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Menard introduced Ordinance #2010-2, An Ordinance amending                                 Ordinance Number 2007-1 and 2009-3 Regulating Electronic Video Bingo Machines.  
Councilman Young motioned to accept Mr. Mark Savoy with Grooms Engineering’s recommendation to award to CG Logan with a low base bid of $79,708.25 for Construction of Harold Gauthe Water & Sewer extension.  Seconded by Councilman Menard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Menard motioned to accept Mr. Mark Savoy with Grooms Engineering’s recommendation to accept faxed low bid from Judice Contractor, Inc for $39,405.00 for the Emergency Service building Detention System. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Dobie Royer property owner requested Sewer Service along Benoit Patin Road.  Mr. Royer also presented the Council with a signed petition from 10-property owner in support of the extension. The Mayor and Council agreed that they would consider the extension if they received all right-a-ways and property owners would be responsible for the front foot assessment. No action taken.
Councilman Young motioned to give Variance to the Building Setback Ordinance No. 2005-6 for property on St. Mary Street owned by Mr. Jeff Laughlin. Seconded by Councilman Menard, motion carried unanimously.
Chief Chad Sonnier requested information on the responsibility of Scott Volunteer Fire Department in reference Scott Emergency Service Building. Chief Sonnier requested to keep the current Fire Station on Lions Club Road for future use by the Volunteer organization. Chief Sonnier is concerned that if the City of Scott becomes a full time department that the parish would not have fire protection and feel that the Volunteer Fire Department would still need to exist. The Council agreed that the city always support the volunteer fire department and does not anticipate any changes, no action was taken.
Councilman Boudreaux motioned to adopt Resolution #2010-5, A Resolution authorizing the sale of a 1995 Ford Pickup Truck (VIN #2FTHF25ISCA59466) starting minimum price of $300 owned by the City of Scott, and no longer needed for public purposes.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Moreau motioned to adopt Resolution #2010-6, A Resolution authorizing the sale of a 2004 Ford Crown Victoria automobile (VIN #2FAP71W34X179956), 2004 Chevrolet Impala automobile (VIN # 2G1WF55K949190384), and a 2001 Ford Crown Victoria automobile (VIN #2FAFP71WX1X168688) starting minimum price of $500 owned by the City of Scott, and no longer needed for public purposes.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
