MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL THURSDAY July 7, 2011
Following Public Hearing at 6:00PM
The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session Thursday July 7, 2011 at 7:00PM.  Mayor Pro Tem Jan-Scott Richard was absent.
Councilman Hollier led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Young motioned to approved Regular Minutes of June 2, 2011 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously

Councilman Young motioned to approved Special Minutes of June 23, 2011 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Mayor Morrison acknowledged the City of Scott for winning the States Cleanest City Contest. He stated that at the next meeting someone with the State would do a presentation.
A public hearing was held before the scheduled council meeting on a proposed 18-month moratorium for mobile home parks. Mr. Jim and Chris Ortego, Tony Morella and Carl Short addressed the Mayor and Council in opposition.  The Ortega’s, developers of the proposed Sleepy Hollow subdivision of 102-unit development at JB Road and Fenetre road stated that it would be an upscale development and maintained.  Several residents spoke in disapproval of the development and stated it would lower property value and increase traffic. Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-23, A Resolution declaring and adopting an 18-month moratorium on the development and establishment of mobile home parks within the corporate limits of the City of Scott.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously. 
Councilman Young motioned to rescind motion for prior action to install a 3-way stop sign on Breaux Street at Stephen and Caroline intersection. Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously. Numerous residents spoke both for and against the 3-way Stop Signs on Breaux St.  Mr. Dean Tekell, Traffic Consultant presented his report stating that 85% of the traffic was 30mph or less. Mr. Tekell stated that he does not recommend stop signs or speed humps.  After a lengthy discussion, the residents agreed to one stop sign on Breaux Street. Councilman Young motioned to install one stop sign at Breaux and Chip Street after a 30days warning notice. Chief Leger will work on a plan for future problems regarding the installing of stop signs.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-24, A Resolution of the City of Scott, Louisiana providing for the abandonment of a cul de sac and utility servitude.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-25, A Resolution authorizing the mayor to execute a servitude agreement. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Montoucet motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-26, Ratify professional services agreement – Tax compliance & Recovery LLC.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Hollier motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-27, A Resolution pertaining to the Municipal Water Pollution Prevention (MWPP) Environmental Audit Report.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Moreau introduced Ordinance #2011-9 An Ordinance amending Ordinance number 2007-14 regulating development drainage detention.  
Councilman Young motioned the approval for The Advertiser as the City of Scott’s Official Journal.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned the approval and authority for mayor to execute a contract with the Fiscal Agent.  Mayor Morrison reported that the city would remain with Home Bank.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-28, A Resolution authorizing the mayor to execute an intergovernmental agreement between the Lafayette City-Parish Consolidated Government and the City of Scott concerning the extension of Apollo Road to Rue De Belier. Mayor Morrison stated that this was only a preliminary engineering study. Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-29, A Resolution authorizing the mayor to execute a contract for engineering services between the City of Scott and C.H. Fenstermaker & Associates, Inc, for the performance of professional engineering services for the extension of Apollo Road to Dulles Drive. Seconded by Councilman Holier, motion carried unanimously.
Mayor Morrison announced that he was working on reducing Residential gas rates.  He said that an average of 25% reduction.  No action was taken.
Councilman Young motioned to reschedule August 4th regular meeting to Tuesday, August 2nd because the Mayor, 2 Councilman, City Clerk and City Manager will be attending the Louisiana Municipal Association Convention.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
There being no further business, meeting adjourned.
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
