MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL January 6, 2011 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session January 6, 2011 at 6:00pm.  All were present.
Councilman Hollier led the Prayer and Pledge.

Outgoing Mayor Myers presided over the opening of the first meeting of the new term.
Myers presented former Councilmen Norwood Menard Mayor Pro Tem/At Large with an appreciation plaque and recognized him for his 26 years of service on the Council. Former Councilman Bob Boudreaux was not present but she recognized him for 12 years of service. Myers also presented a newly engraved gavel to newly elected Mayor Morrison.
Newly Elect Mayor Purvis Morrison presented Ms. Myers with a plaque to hold her gavel she used for 22 years of service as the Mayor of the City of Scott. Myers thanked the citizens of Scott for the support they had given her.  

Mayor Morrison took over the meeting.
Councilman Young motioned to approve Regular Minutes of December 2, 2010 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Jonathan “J.P.” Perry announced his Candidacy for Senate District 26 and asked for support.  
Mr. Kevin Naquin announced his Candidacy for City Parish Council District 1 and asked for support.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to accept Mayor Purvis Morrison appointment of Ms. Donna Jumonville as City Clerk.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Montoucet motioned to accept Mayor Purvis Morrison appointment of Ms. Donna Jumonville as Tax Collector.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Montoucet motioned to accept Mayor Purvis Morrison appointment of Mr. Keith Theroit as Street Commissioner.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to accept Mayor Purvis Morrison appointment of Mr. William Babin as the City Attorney.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to accept Mayor Purvis Morrison appointment of Kolder, Champagne, Slaven and Company, LLC as the City Auditor.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously 
Councilman Young motioned to accept Mayor Purvis Morrison appointment of Ms. Michelle Breaux as the City Magistrate.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Richard motioned to amend budget to replace pump at Lions Club Sewer Pump Station for $19,500.00. Engineer Mark Savoy stated that the city had applied for a grant to help with the cost.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet.  Motion carried unanimously. The Mayor and Council agreed that this item did not have to be amended because the monies were already budgeted.
Councilman Hollier motioned to remove speed bump at the 100 block of Cheyenne Drive and presented a three-page petition.  Police Chief Leger stated that there were 6 to 8 accidents a year involving motorists driving onto private property and has not had any since the speed hump was place approximately 2 years ago. Councilman Moreau stated that the hump is doing its job and statistics prove that it is working and accidents have been reduced, he feels that the City would be responsible if the speed hump was removed.  Mr. Leroy Albarado, Mr. Tom Nora, Mr. Carl Mastra, Mr. Leawood Credur and Ms Tina Thibodeaux all residents from the area each voiced their reason why they feel that the speed hump should be removed.  After a lengthy discussion, Councilman Young seconded the motion.  Councilman Moreau voted no.  Motion carried by the Majority.
Attorney William Babin updated the Mayor and Council on Triton Water Technologies study and will send to Grooms engineering to review a field study.  Attorney Babin stated that the life of meters is approximately 20 yrs, that it would be wireless and because it is a green issue there maybe grants available. The city would no longer need meter readers; it would all be done from the utility office.
Councilman Young motioned to renew Loss Control Service Agreement (FARA) for $5000.00 annually.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet introduced Ordinance #2011-1 an Ordinance enlarging the boundaries of the City of Scott, Louisiana David Thompson/Brothers Road Area. 
Councilman Young introduced Ordinance #2011-2 repealing City of Scott Ordinance #2010-6, an Ordinance Establishing and Adopting Hours of Business for City Hall and the Maintenance Department.

Councilman Young motioned to table Reapportionment; Mr. Mike Hefner was not present. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Ms. Therese Rohloff brought to the Mayor and Council the opportunity to plant certain type of trees like an Ash tree, which would help remove toxin from the soil.  No action was taken.
Ms Theresa Rohloff requested to put the City of Scott’s name for a Transportation Prototype testing.  The Mayor and Council agreed that it would be all right at no cost to the city.
Councilman Moreau motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-1, A Resolution specifying the day, time and place of City Council meetings. Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-2, A Resolution requesting financial assistance from the State of Louisiana under the fiscal year 2010-2011 Louisiana community Water Enrichment Fund Program.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-3, A Resolution approving the appointment of a Director and an alternate Director to represent the City of Scott, State of Louisiana, on the board of Directors of the Louisiana Municipal Natural Gas Purchasing and Distribution Authority as provided by Chapter 10-B of Title 33 of the Louisiana revised statutes of 1950.  Mayor Morrison will be the director and Regnal Bellard will be the alternate director.  Motion seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to amend budget for $2,100 to pay expense of the Swearing in Ceremony.  Over 200 people attended.  Motion seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to dispense with regular order of business to add item G to the appointments.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Richard motioned to accept appointment by Council to appoint Councilman Young as alternate for Mayor Pro-tem.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, Councilman Young abstained from voting.  Motion carried by the majority.
There being no further business, meeting adjourned.
