MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL THURSDAY JULY 1, 2010 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session Thursday July 1, 2010 at 6:00pm.
Councilman Moreau led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Montoucet motioned to approved Regular Minutes of June 3, 2010 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to approved Special Minutes of June 14, 2010 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to approved Special Minutes of Public Hearing and Special Meeting of June 24, 2010 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried 

Mayor Myers announced that the City was approved to receive three grants. $138,500 for accessibility for persons with physical disabilities; $340,000 for Sewer lines replacement and Rehab on Maude Street, JL Street and Raggio Street; $237,500 for a comprehensive land use. State Representative, Nancy Landry was not able to be present but both Representative Landry and Senator Gautreaux helped us. 
Mr. Wayne Domingue of Architects Southwest, gave an update on the new Emergency Service Building. He stated that it was 12% complete despite the weather. He said half of the slab had been poured and plans to pour the other half to be done soon.  The steel structural work would be the next stage.
Councilman Young motioned to relocate the Backflow Preventer near the a/c between the two buildings and to install a fiberglass hotbox over the backflow to protect it from freezing weather for a total cost of $8552. Seconded by Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Moreau motioned to amend budget $4000 to provide the impact resistant windows to withstand winds up to 130mph for the Emergency Service Building.  Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.
Request one-half compensation of dirt work – Short’s Mobile Home Park.  Councilman Young motioned to table Mr. Short was not present.  Seconded by Councilman Moreau, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2010-9, A Resolution adopting the millage rate at 3.36 mils for the tax year 2010. Property tax will remain at the same rate as 2009.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
There being no further business, meeting adjourned.
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
