MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL THURSDAY, JUNE 2, 2011 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session Thursday, June 2, 2011 at 6:00pm all were present.
Councilman Richard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Montoucet motioned to approved Regular Minutes of May 5, 2011 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously

Ms. Kay Karre Gautreaux announced her Candidacies for 15th Judicial District Family Court and asked for support.
Mr. Marshal Montgomery announced his Candidacies for 15th Judicial District Family Court and asked for support
Councilman Montoucet motioned to adopt Ordinance #2011-6.  An Ordinance amending Ordinance #2003-5 establishing and adopting a salary schedule and employee pay plan for the employees of the City of Scott, Louisiana, for a part time Tourism Assistant.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-14, A Resolution authorizing the mayor to enter into and execute a service agreement with Environmental Safety and Health Consulting Services, Inc. for the performance of certain professional services. This program will help the city with Hazardous Material removal Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Hollier motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-19, A Resolution authorizing the mayor to execute a service agreement between the City of Scott and Philip Reclamation Services Houston, LLC, A subsidiary of PSC, LLC, for the operation of a hazardous waste day in the city of Scott.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Moreau motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-21, A Resolution authorizing the mayor to execute a contract for firefighting services and conveyance of property between the City of Scott and the Scott Volunteer Fire Department.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motioned carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to authorizing the mayor to execute a contract with CH Fenstermaker and Associates for the Comprehensive Resilience Program project.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Hollier motioned to dispense with the regular of order of business to discuss Burn Ordinance, Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.

Fire Chief Leger request a ban on popping fire-works within the city limits of Scott, he stated his concerns for fire safety and with the statewide burn ban currently in effect and 4th of July coming up. Councilman Hollier motioned to give Mayor Morrison the authority to ban the popping of fireworks within city limits of Scott if the drought continues. Attorney Babin stated that people can buy fireworks in the city limits and pop them somewhere else and he cautioned the council against the sale of Fireworks if the vendor has a license to sell them.  Chief Leger asked if the violators could face charges if popping during the ban, Attorney Babin stated he would research it.  Mayor Morrison stated he would make a decision closer to the forth and inform the media. Motion was seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.


Ms. Tammy Roberts stated that Mr. Chris Ortego Developer asked that his Preliminary Plat Approval for Sleepy Hollow Estates, corner of J.B. Road and Fenetre be tabled for more information.  Mayor Morrison stated that the item would not be tabled and that they would proceed.  Several residents in the surrounding area gave their disapproval of the development they stated that they will lose property valve and traffic congestion.  Also Mayor Morrison stated that the council had requested Mr. Ortego to provide information on what the cost would be to tie on to the city sewer system and that the information was not provided for the council meeting.  Attorney Babin stated that the council was in a unique position because the city was looking at developing a master plan that include zoning and land use regulation within the city of Scott. Babin also pointed out that the city has no zoning ordinance which would regulate the development of a mobile home park on the books and the council could vote to deny approval for the preliminary plat but stipulated the reason for the denial. Councilman Moreau motioned to deny the plat approval because the information city requested was not provided, the development represented health and safety concerns and the council intends to declare a moratorium on the development of mobile home parks until the master plan is adopted, seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young introduced Ordinance #2011-7 Amended Budget Ordinance for year ending 6/30/11.  
Councilman Moreau introduced Ordinance #2011-8 Budget Ordinance for year ending 6/30/12.  
Councilman Richard motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-20, A Resolution adopting and approving the Louisiana Compliance Questionnaire.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-22, A Resolution authorizing an application to the FY2012-2013 Louisiana Community Development Block Grant Program (LCDBG) for a water systems project.  Mr. Mary Savoy stated that the construction for water line replacement is and cost of grant is $593,800, City of Scott cost will be for engineering and administration cost for $ 115,800. Total cost of project would be $709,600.  Motion is seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
