MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL FEBRUARY 15, 2011 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session February 15, 2011 at 6:00pm.  All were present.

Councilman Jan-Scott Richard led the Prayer and Pledge.
Councilman Young motioned to approve Regular Minutes of January 6, 2010 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.


Police Chief Leger commended Sheriff Deputy Mike Hyatt, Troy Romero, and Citizen Mr. Robert Julian with a humanitarian award for pursuing a suspect that stole a purse. Chief Leger presented each with a plaque; Deputy Hyatt and Mr. Julian were not present.
Councilman Young motioned to dispense with the regular order of business to allow Fire Chief Sonnier to give an update of the Fire Rating.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Fire Chief Sonnier reported he was working on a class three (3) fire rating for the City of Scott and the results of this rating is planned in March 2011.  No action was taken.
Councilman Hollier motioned to adopt Ordinance #2011-1. An Ordinance enlarging the boundaries of the City of Scott, Louisiana; David Thompson/Brothers Road Area. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Young motioned to adopt Ordinance #2011-2, an Ordinance repealing a 4-day workweek, City of Scott Ordinance #2010-6.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier.  Councilman Moreau voted no, motion carried by the majority.
Mr. Mike Hefner CEO of Geographic Planning and Demographic Services LLC informed the Council that three of the Council’s four districts currently are outside of the 5 percent deviation allowed by law.  The 2010 census for Scott is 8614 up by approximately 223.  If any district is outside of the 5 percent from the ideal population then redistricting is necessary to rebalance the election districts.  Councilman Young motioned to hire Mr. Mike Hefner firm to redraw the district lines for a cost of $12,900.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to Renewal the Herbicide Contract with VMSI for $28,315 for the year 2011-2012-and 2013 Mr. Sam Domingue spoke on behalf of the company. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet.  After a discussion, Councilman Young rescinded his motion.   Councilman Young motioned to Renew VMSI Contract for $28,315, for a 5-year contact expiring in 2015.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Montoucet motioned to table Police Civil Service Board, Swearing in police Officer member.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to Award Bid for Generators $254,534.00 to Donnie Derouen Electric Service, Inc. for the Waste Water Treatment Plant, Scott Street Pump Station, and Lions Club Pump Station. Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Moreau introduced Ordinance #2011-3, an Ordinance prohibiting persons or entities from utilizing unattended donations collection bins in the City of Scott.  
Architect Wayne Domingue requested a change order for $20,237.50 credit from the previous contact amount for the Scott Emergency Service Building.  Councilman Young motioned to accept Mr. Domingues recommendation and giving Mayor Morrison authorization to sign change order.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Hollier motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-6, a Resolution authorizing the mayor to execute change orders regarding the construction of the City of Scott Emergency Services Building.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to amend budget $2969.30 to purchase new Furniture for the Mayor’s Office.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Moreau motioned to amend Police Department to purchase Furniture for the Scott Emergency Service Building for $32,392.39.  Seconded by Councilman Richard 
Chief Chad Leger with Scott Police Department gave the Mayor and Council his Annual Report.  He stated that the police calls were up but the overall crime was down in Scott. Increase traffic is responsible for the increased number of citations written.  Also down were calls to assist other agencies like Acadian Ambulance and Sheriff’s department.
Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-4, a Resolution authorizing the Mayor to execute a servitude agreement for sewer services North of I-10.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-5, a Resolution authorizing the Mayor to execute an act of donation and servitude agreement. Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Lynn Guidry, architect updates the Mayor and Council on the Zoning and Land Use Ordinance for the City of Scott.  Mr. Guidry explained that zoning which was determined to be legal by the U.S. Supreme Court in 1926 creates a pyramid of building restriction.  He explained that as the pyramid widens more diverse types of businesses and industries is allowed.  Zone 1 would be Residential only; Zone 2 would be Residential and Community Businesses such as beauty shops, small groceries etc. Zone 3 would be Residential, businesses and general businesses such as large franchise stores, strip malls, service stations.  Zone 4 would be Residential Community Businesses, General Businesses and Manufacturing.  He pointed out that in each layer everything above that layer is permitted.  The concept of a performance land use ordinance Guidry said is you can do whatever you want with your land as long as it does not adversely affect someone else’s land.  Attorney Bill Babin stated that while easier to administer and less restrictive, may be more appealing to some, a performance land use ordinance may not serve the purpose for which a Zoning Ordinance is intended.  Babin also stated that the new Ordinance would impact only future development.  No action was taken.
Councilman Young motioned to dispense with the regular order of business to discuss Resolution 2011-7.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution 2011-7 a Resolution of the City of Scott Council adopting the Parish Wide Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
