MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL THURSDAY OCTOBER 6, 2011 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Councilmen met in regular session Thursday October 6, 2011 at 6:00pm. Councilman Moreau was absent.
Councilman Richard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Young motioned to approved Regular Minutes of September 1, 2011 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Candidate for Lafayette Parish Sheriff Mr. Rick Chargois was not present.
Candidate for City Parish Council District #1 Mr. Jay Caldwell asked for support.
Candidate for State Representative District #39 Mr. Don Menard asked for support.
Mayor asked to dispense with regular order of business to add Mr. Brett Latiolais to speak.  Councilman Young motioned to dispense with regular order of business, seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Candidate for City Parish Council District #5 Mr. Brett Latiolais asked for support. 
Mayor Morrison presented Councilman Hollier with a Plaque for the Community Achievement award the city received at the LMA convention for the Emergency Service Building. Hollier was absent last meeting when plaques were given to others.
Mayor Morrison gave an update on the Hazard Waste Day held in Scott; he stated that it was a success. 
Councilman Young motioned to amend budget to allow Ms. Redell Miller with Begnaud House to have a cement slab constructed for the pavilion at a cost of $3000.00.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Young motioned to give Substantial Completion for the Waste Water System Generators. Total cost of the project was $254,000.  Superintendent Theriot stated upon inspection prior to the meeting that the transfer switch was not working. Mr. Bill Allain stated that they will get the switch repaired.  Councilman Young added to his motion that Substantial Completion would be based on Mr. Theriot recommendation upon repair of the switch.  Mr. Allain agreed.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young introduced Ordinance 2011-10, An Ordinance adopting fines and penalties for traffic and misdemeanor violations committed within the corporate limits of the City of Scott.  Attorney Babin stated that the increase will start in December or January.
Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-35, A Resolution adopting traffic calming policies and procedures.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Mark Savoy, engineer Recap the LCDBG Sewer Rehab Project , he state that the council gave mayor authority to close out grant project upon recommendation of engineer it had to be done so 45 day lien period would be up prior to Nov 1st or City could not apply for waterline replacement grant of $460,000. The bid price was $468,263 and project budget LCDBG was $520,300. So the city could do more rehab work up to $520,300 to spend all the grant money from grant $340,000. They completed the extra work and had the final inspection on September 6th. Project was at approximately $517,000. They received 2 more lists of private repairs to perform on the 6th and the 8th. So the cost for these repairs brought the project total to $526,890. They were granted the project substantial completion to close the grant out on Sept 12th so the City will be able to apply for the Waterline replacement project for $375,000 LCDBG grant amount. No action taken
Councilman Montoucet motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-36, A Resolution giving the mayor authority to enter into negotiations for residential Solid Waste Collection, Disposal & Recycling Services. Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Hollier motioned to adopt Resolution # 2011-38, Adopt 2011 millage rate of 3.36 mils.  Mayor Morrison stated that there was no change in the mileage rate.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to adopt Resolution #2011-37, A Resolution authorizing the mayor to execute an intergovernmental agreement between the Lafayette City-Parish Consolidated Government, Scott Area Team Sports, Inc. and the City of Scott regarding the construction of restrooms at Scott Park.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet introduced Ordinance #2011-11 Revised Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance.  Mayor Morrison stated that this may reduce flood insurance rates by 10%.
Ms. Susan Andrus and Mr. Tommy Cavel requested a Variance to Ordinance #1995-2 to park an 18 wheeler Tractor at 1348 St. Mary Street.  Councilman Richard motioned to give variance at 1348 St Mary Street to allow an 18 Wheeler tractor only to be park, no trailer.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
There being no further business, meeting adjourned.
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
