MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL September 2, 2010 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session September 2, 2010 at 6pm.  All were present.
Councilman Menard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Young motioned to approved Regular Minutes of August 12, 2010 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.
Mayor Pro-Tem Menard recognized Ms. Redell Miller who received the CFMA Appreciation Award.  Ms Miller also updated the Mayor and Council of the on goings at the Begnaud House.
Judge Phyllis Montgomery Keaty announced her Candidacy for 3rd Circuit Court of Appeal and asked for support.
Mr. Wayland Guidry announced his Candidacy for Scott Councilman District 4 and asked for support.
Mr. Percell Glaude announced his Candidacy for City of Scott Mayor and asked for support.
Mr. Purvis Morrison announced his Candidacy for City of Scott Mayor and asked for support
Councilman Moreau motioned to adopt Ordinance #2010-5.  An Ordinance amending Ordinance #2003-5 establishing and adopting a salary schedule and employee pay plan for the employees of the City of Scott, Louisiana.  
Mr. Rod Rodrigue announced that on Sunday September 19, 2010 at Fezzo’s III an Election Public Forum for the City of Scott Candidates running for Mayor and City Council, questions for the candidates can be put in drop off boxes at local businesses throughout Scott.
Mr. Bill Hardin, Manager-Special Projects; The Park Companies, asked for a letter of support of their intent to rehabilitate affordable housing located at 900 Provost Street.  Councilman Young motioned to give Mayor Myers authority to send a letter in support for Rehabilitation of Lafayette Garden Apartments.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Ms. Theresa Rohloff asked that the City of Scott adopt a Tree Ordinance for the future.  Ms. Rohloff introduced Ms Sara Shuffler president of Trees Acadiana and Mr. Harold Shuffler also a member of Trees Acadiana and a scout leader Ms Rohloff considers them to be experts with preserving trees for the future. Mr. and Mrs. Shuffler both spoke on the planting of more trees and the beautification of Scott. No action was taken.  
Councilman Young motioned to amend budget for Income and Expense for $138,500 LCDBG 2010 Physical Accessibility Grant.  Mayor Myers announced that the city has received grant approval.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to amend budget for Income and Expense for $52,270 from DDCBG.  Mayor Myers stated that the city was approved for a grant to replace the Air Conditioner units in the Police Department and Maintenance building.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Chris Ortego developer with a Proposed Gated Community on the corner of Fenetre & J. B. Road asked for assistants to establish sewer in that area.  Mr. Mark Savory Engineer stated that a pump station would be needed. The Mayor and Council discussed that sewer would help other residents in that area.  The council asked Mr. Savoy for cost to run sewer to the force main with a pump station.  No other action taken.
Mr. Gus Broggi asked for permission to use the slogan “Where the West Begins” After a discussion the Mayor and Council agreed not to allow the use of the famous slogan.

Councilman Young motioned to dispense with the regular order of business.  Seconded by Councilman Menard, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Menard motioned to amend budget $11,734. For equipment from JAG grant to purchase thermal vision wear.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Menard motioned to amend budget $8,535 for an ICAP grant to purchase equipment.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
