MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL DECEMBER 3, 2009 AT 6:00 PM

The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session December 3, 2009 at 6:00 pm

Councilman Menard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Montoucet motioned to approved Regular minutes of November 5, 2009 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.


Councilman Montoucet motioned to approved Special Minutes of November 17, 2009 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Young motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Moreau motioned to adopt Ordinance #2009-15, an Ordinance declaring the widening of Landry Road from Le Violen Road to South Fieldspan Road (Louisiana Highway 743) Project a public necessary. Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to remove discussion on the Problem with drainage on 116 Percy Road as requested by Mr. Curley Simon. Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to remove discussion on the Drainage Problems on West Winds Subdivision; 104 Mustang (Mr. John O’Malley) Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Ms Theresa Rohloff presented the Council with pictures of the area where the sidewalks were removed by Burlington Ind. at Alfred Street and St. Mary Street.  Ms. Rohloff reported that she had contacted Burlington Ind. about the removal of the sidewalks after the construction of the new crossing bar and lights were complete.  After a lengthy discussion, she asked for support from the city and that she will continue to persuade Burlington to replace the sidewalks.  Councilman Menard motioned to instruct City Attorney Bill Babin to draft a resolution requesting the Railroad to reconstruct the sidewalks that were removed in the recent installation of the new crossing signals.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Menard motioned to approval the Loss Control Service Agreement for $5,000 per year.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to approval the 2010 Holiday schedule.  Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, Councilman Young voted no.  Motion carried by the majority.
Councilman Menard motioned to amend budget for $10,600 so that the city can get the required Gas Certifications.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Menard introduced Ordinance #2009, an Ordinance regulating trees on public and private property.  

After a lengthy discussion of the proposed sewer and water rates Councilman Young, motioned to adopt rate schedule as recommended by City Auditor Burton Kolder.  Attorney Babin will draft a resolution.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Chief Chad Leger requested to amend his operational budget for a grant of $13,319 from Homeland Security and $7,576 from JAG to purchase new equipment for the police department.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
