MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL Thursday, October 5, 2017 AT 6:00PM
The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session Thursday, October 5, 2017 at 6:00pm.  All were present.
Councilman Hollier led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Montoucet motioned to accept Regular Minutes of September 7, 2017 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Richard motioned to accept Special Minutes of June 22, 2017 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Bergeron, motion carried unanimously.

Mayor’s Morrison reported on the Opioid Epidemic Crisis Prevention Program lead by Chief Sonnier has started.  The 2017 SBA Banquet was held on October 2nd and a success.  The Mayor stated that after attending a meeting with Department of Transportation (DOTD) Cameron Street overlay from Galbert Road to Jenkins would include right-a-way to put a turning lane by the Chase Bank. Also, a turning lane would be added at the intersection of Cameron Street and Jenkins Road and also
Councilman Bergeron gave a brief update of the pay plan currently being studied by Dr. Jenell Doucet.  He stated that she was unable to be here to present the findings that the Police and Fire Department do fall behind in pay.  Dr. Jenell Doucet will be present at the regular November Council Meeting to present the full pay plan. 
Councilman Montoucet motioned to adopt, Resolution 2017-13.  The Mayor gave a brief statement that if the council would rollover the millage from 3.11 to 4.12 it would generate $82,000 more a year from property tax collections. Councilman Bergeron asked when would it be voted on again, City Manager stated the City would advertise twice before July 2018 to be effective in December 2018 if they choose to increase.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously. 
Councilman Richard motioned to approve the Louisiana Compliance Questionnaire required by the LA Legislature State Auditors. Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.  
Councilman Mountoucet motioned to approve to amend the budget of $2500 to complete the automated meter system.  Mayor stated that there was an shortage in order to complete entire meter change out.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motioned carried unanimously. 
Councilman Boudreaux motioned to request a variance to Ordinance 2017-3 Mobile Homes, at 529 Rue Bon Secour for Angel Venable.  The lot size is 1.08 acres.  The buyer wants variance before purchasing property to have the right to haul a 2,500 sq ft double wide mobile home valued at $170,000.  City Attorney William Babin cautioned variance and consistency. Councilman Bergeron made sure that the neighbors did not have an issue and that he is careful about issuing variances. Councilman Richard stated City needs to be consistent about variances for liability purposes. Councilman Boudreaux stated he is basing his vote on information in packet and location.  Seconded by Montoucet, Councilman Richard and Councilman Bergeron voted no, motion carried by majority.  
Councilman Montoucet motioned to give variance of Chapter 40, Section 40-103 (b)(1) of the Code of Ordinances (Scott Land Use Code) regarding major subdivisions to allow action directly by the Scott City Planning Commission, subject o review by the City of Scott’s engineer, in lieu of submitting to LCG Planning and Zoning for Recommendation. Mr. Michael P. Mayeux spoke on behalf of Allen and Ella Mouton family, and stated that they would come to the Scott Planning Commission instead of sub dividing the property with Lafayette Planning and Zoning.  Mr. Pat Logan said that in order to develop a lot once sub divided the owner would have to come back to the Scott Planning Commission each time. Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously. 
Councilman Hollier introduced Ordinance 2017-8, an ordinance adopting revisions to Appendix C (schedule of Fines and Penalties) to the Scott Municipal Code and providing for future revisions to Appendix C without the necessity of Ordinance.  City Attorney Babin said that the State Statue changes fine periodically for different fines and reasons and ordinance will allow changes to be made in compliance with the State Stature without having to come to City Council each time. No action taken. 

Councilman Richard motioned to adopt Resolution 2017-12, a resolution pertaining to the MWPP Environment Audit Report, required for Louisiana Pollution Discharge Elimination System (LPDES) Permit Number LA0037795.  Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.  

Councilman Boudreaux motioned to approve a code exception for The Best Stop for placement of a 6ft X 12ft billboard on property at 400 block of LA 93.  Mr. Pat Logan, Comprehensive Plan Facilitator, stated that the Scott Planning Commission had no issues at the last meeting where three out of five members voted in favor of allowing the billboard sign. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.  
There being no further business, meeting adjourned.
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
