MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL THURSDAY, MARCH 3, 2016
AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Council Member met in Regular Session Thursday, March 3, 2016 at 6:00pm.  Council Women Carola was absent.
Council Member Bergeron led Prayer and Pledge.

Council Member Montoucet motioned to accept Regular Minutes of February 4, 2016 as written.  Seconded by Council Member Hollier, motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Morrison reported that the city went out on bid for the water and sewer on Apollo Road and the parking lot across the street from city hall should be finished.  Morrison also congratulated the Acadiana High School Boys Soccer Team for placing runner up.  Mayor also invited everyone to the 4th Annual Boudin Festival here in Scott.
Council Member Richard motioned to adopt Ordinance #2016-2. An Ordinance amending the City of Scott Land Use Map. Seconded by Council Member Montoucet, motion carried unanimously
Council Member Richard motioned to grant a variance on the correction of Code of Ordinance section number for Variance to Fright Trail to Section 14-27 Noise Ordinance.  Seconded by Councilman Bergeron, motion carried unanimously.

Police Chief Leger requested to trade police department pickup truck and replace with a new 2016 Ford Explore for a difference of $1,458.61 refunded to city and will use for extended warranty. Chief Leger requested to amend police department budget for $13,000 to equip new Explore and install a camera.  Council Member Montoucet motioned to amend Budget for $13,000 seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.  
Council Member Hollier motioned to accept Mr. Rodney Richard recommendation and adopt Resolution # 2016-4. A Resolution of the City Council for the City of Scott declaring the building(s) or structure(s) located at municipal address 120 Des Jacques, Lot 24, Scott, Louisiana, owned by Don Paul Prejean, to be dilapidated and dangerous to the public welfare and ordering the condemnation of same.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously. 
Councilman Bergeron motioned to accept Mr. Rodney Richard recommendation and adopt Resolution # 2016-5, A Resolution of the City Council for the City of Scott declaring the building(s) or structure(s) located at municipal address 120 Des Jacques, Lot 12, Scott, Louisiana, owned by Cornell Clay, to be dilapidated and dangerous to the public welfare and ordering the condemnation of same.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Richard motioned to grant Consideration of request for Code Exception by Damon Trahan the Jeepers for 1103 St. Mary Street to allow for automotive accessory sales and retail goods establishment. Mr. Pat Logan stated Land use district is T-3 Suburban Residential and Planning Commission recommended approval 5-0.  Motion was seconded by Council Member Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Richard motioned to accept Mr. Mark Savoy engineering recommendation to adopt Resolution #2016-6, A Resolution accepting that certain act of dedication of streets and drainage servitudes for Scott Commercial Park.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Discussion on Special Events Permit for specifications and consequences.  After a Lengthy discussion, it was agreed to have Attorney Babin look at the circumstances and get back to the Council, no action taken.
Discussion on School flashing lights for Acadiana High.  

High School Principal David Lejeune requested a School flashing lights on Hwy 93/Rue De Belair near Acadiana High School. After a discussion, Mayor Morrison stated that because it was a highway he would have to check with highway department to get funding for the lights.
