MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL   Thursday, August 4, 2016 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Council Member met in Regular Session Thursday, August 4, 2016 at 6:00pm all were present.
Council Member Bergeron led Prayer and Pledge.
Council Member Young motioned to accept Regular Minutes of July 7, 2016 as written.  Seconded by Council Member Hollier, motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Morrison Reported on the Apollo Road extension delay, he stated that the governor Edwards would delay the funding until March or April of 2018.
The Originally “Bank of Scott” was built in 1910 at the corner of Delhomme Ave and St Mary Street then converted to a Post Office and now a private Residence.  It is the first building in the City of Scott to be added to National Register.
Councilman Hollier motioned to adopt Ordinance #2016-9.  An Amended and Restated First Series Bond Ordinance authorizing the issuance of not exceeding $1,000,000 of taxable water revenue bonds of the City of Scott, State of Louisiana, in accordance with the terms of the General Bond Ordinance; prescribing the form and certain terms and conditions of said bonds; and providing for other matters in connection therewith.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Representative of the El Paso Express Restaurant requested a Variance for 1514 Westgate Road.  Hours of operation would be Sunday to Thursday 8am to 9pm and on Friday to Saturday 8am to 10pm.  Councilman Young motioned to give Variance to City of Scott Code of Ordinance Sec. 4-48, 1514 Westgate Road for the El Paso Express Restaurant with the hours being Sunday to Thursday 8am to 9pm and on Friday to Saturday 8am to 10pm. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to give Consideration of request from A-1 Auto Parts to allow Auto/Vehicle Sales on property classified T-4 (Urban Center), located 4611 Cameron Street to comply with the fence Ordinance.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Bergeron motioned to approval of a variance to Section 31-2 of the City of Scott Code of Ordinances pertaining to fences for A-1 Auto Parts located at 4611 Cameron Street.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Richard motioned to give approval of a variance to Section 31-2 of the City of Scott Code of Ordinances pertaining to fences for Broussard Truck Center located at 614 Delhomme Avenue.  Property owner Charles Leblanc and his wife spoke asked how far from the sidewalk does the fence need to be and if the fence had to be along the property line.  Morrison stated that it did not matter as long as the automobiles were on the inside of the fence and that it was ok that employees park on outside of fence for only while working.  Councilman Montoucet seconded the motion, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned to accept Engineer Mark Savoy recommendation to give Substantial Completion, I-10 North Frontage Road, and Drainage at a cost of $ 2,090,000.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
There being no further business, meeting was adjourned.
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
