MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL Thursday, July 13, 2017 AT 6:00PM
The Mayor and City Councilmen met in Regular Session Thursday, July 13, 2017 at 6:00pm.  All were present.
Councilman Richard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Hollier motioned to accept Regular Minutes of June 1, 2017 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Richard motioned to accept Special Minutes of June 22, 2017 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Bergeron, motion carried unanimously.

Mayor’s Morrison reported on the water bill issues.  He also stated that the billing cycle was delayed because the installation process took longer than anticipated due to weather and other factors.
Morrison also reported Status on DOTD project for the City of Scott. LA 93 widening near I-10 ramp to Renaud; St. Mary Street Sidewalks; Cameron Street Overlay with reconstruction to include a right turn at Alfred Street; Apollo Road widening to 3 lanes with a roundabout to Cameron Street and includes improvement to the railroad crossing and the US 90 intersection; Westgate road reconstruction; Local Road Safety Program to improve locations that have a history of a high number of crashes. East and West of L. Provost at Curve, Heide Circle, Renaud @ Elmira Road and Le Violin at Landry Road curve.
Mayor Morrison updated the Council on the proposed Detention systems.  On the Northside of the railroad track, Lafayette Parish School system will donate 3 acres of land behind Westside Elementary for a detention system. This project will not only help the school but will help the community. The city is talking to property owner at L. Provost Property about a detention system for the Southside of the city. No action taken.
Councilman Bergeron motioned to adopt Ordinance #2017-3. An Ordinance amending Chapter 40 (Land Use Code) to permit the installation of manufactured housing/mobile homes in Mobile home park land use districts only.  Council member explained why they feel the ordinance is necessary, where as other council were in disagreement.  Several property owners expressed concern. The council agreed that a variance would be allowed depending on each circumstance.  After a lengthy discussion, motion was seconded by Councilman Richard. Councilman Hollier and Boudreaux voted no, motion carried by majority.

Councilman Richard motioned to allow Attorney Bill Babin to move forward on a food truck Ordinance. After a discussion on how to precede Councilman Boudreaux seconded the motion, motion carried unanimously
Mr. Wayne Domingue with Architect southwest presented the proposed West Regional Library that will be on the new Apollo Road. No action taken.
Councilman Richard motioned to adopt Resolution #2017-8, A Resolution authorizing the Mayor to execute an agreement between the City of Scott and the Louisiana Department of Transportation and Development for State Project No. H.012800. Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Richard motioned to give Variance to Noise Ordinance for the annual Ram Rag Ball Organization Tournament at Scott Park.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to table Variance to Scott land Use Code (Chapter 40 of the Municipal Code) to allow for construction of a new Recreational Vehicle/Boat Storage Facility on property located at 800 Mills Street.  Mr. Creighton D. Harmon was not present.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Richard motions to accept Home Bank as the City of Scott’s Fiscal Agent and give Mayor Morrison approval and authority to execute a contract with the Fiscal Agent Home Bank.  Morrison stated that 3 bids were received, Seconded by Councilman Bergeron, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet introduced Ordinance #2017-4 An Ordinance

enlarging the boundaries of the City of Scott, La. (Stemmans Area) Ordinance is up for adoption at the next regular schedule council meeting.
There being no further business, meeting adjourned.
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
