MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL Thursday, January 7, 2016 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Council Member met in Regular Session Thursday, January 7, 2016 at 6:00pm. All were present.
Council Member Richard led Prayer and Pledge.

Council Member Richard motioned to accept Regular Minutes of December 3, 2015 as written.  Seconded by Council Member Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Mayor’s Morrison reported on the widening of Landry Road, the drainage pipe would need to be change near Landry and Blazer as recommended by LCG with estimated cost of $60,000. 
The City may use the credit earned if Scott would decides to take over the future maintenance and upkeep of Westgate Road/Hwy 90 in the Right Sizing agreement. More information at a later meeting.  In addition, Apollo Road at Cameron Hwy 90 will be three lanes and a turn lane on Cameron from Railroad tracks and the project would be paid though the right sizing program. 

Engineer Mark Savoy spoke on the overlay project. Comp Plan Facilitator Pat Logan spoke on the on Westgate and Eraste Landry Road traffic signal; he stated the City could make a decision to put a signal if Scott goes with the Right Sizing agreement.
Councilman Hollier acknowledged Police and Fire Department on a job well done when a call emergency service for his wife. He thanked Police officers and the Volunteer Fireman Richard Devlin, Volunteer Firemen Justin Douet, Kris Gumpert, Laurant Deprins and Bryant Meche.  Police Chief Leger also complimented Police officer Richard Devlin on his continue support for both Police and Fire. No action taken.
Item # 1 Removed from Agenda 24 hours before dead line.
Council Member Montoucet motioned to table Ordinance #2015-21. An Ordinance fixing the rates to be charged for water and sewage pursuant to sec.38-22 of the Scott Municipal Code.  Mayor Morrison stated that he would be having a meeting with Parish President Joel Roubideaux to discuss the proposed 20% increase. Seconded by Council Member Carola, motion carried unanimously.
Council Member Bergeron motioned to adopt Resolution #2015-17, A Resolution in support of an application for the creation of the City of Scott Cultural District. Seconded by Council Member Carola, motion carried unanimously.
Council Member Richard motioned to adopt Resolution #2016-1, A Resolution approving the reallocation of funds contributed by the City of Scott to the Marais Des Cannes intergovernmental agreement.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.

Council Member Hollier motioned to give a 6.5 feet Variance to Setback  Ordinance #2005-6 for Mr. James Odom at 319 Creswell requesting variance.  Seconded by Council Member Bergeron, motion carried unanimously.

Police Department, Acadiana Crime Lab fee increase. Chief Leger stated that the increase would be address in Item #10 Resolution. No Action taken.
Mark Savoy Engineer with Grooms Engineering reported bids were receive on December 16, 2015 for FY 2014 LCDBG Water System Improvements. Council Member Montoucet motioned to Award bid to Bihm Construction at a cost of $674,000, contingent upon approval by the Office of Community Development.  Seconded by Council Member Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Council Member Richard motioned to approval Change Order No 1 for FY 2014 LCDBG Water System Improvement Project contingent upon approval by the Office of Community Development at a cost of $134,244. Seconded by Council Member Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Richard motioned to Award Ambassador Caffery–Renaud Water Meter Project as recommended by Earl Paddock with Grooms engineering to award to Low bidder E. B. Feucht and Sons LLC. In the amount of $126,390.00.  Seconded by Council Member Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Council Member Richard introduced Ordinance #2016-1. An Ordinance amending appendix C – schedule of fines and penalties of the Scott Municipal Code.  Ordinance will be up for adoption at the next regular Council Meeting.
