MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL THURSDAY June 1, 2017 AT 6:00PM
The Mayor and City Council met in Regular Session Thursday, June 1, 2017 At 6:00pm, all were present.
Councilman Richard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Hollier motioned to accept Regular Minutes of May 4, 2017 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Morrison had no report.
Councilman Boudreaux motioned to accept approval to amending the Garbage Rates & Services contract which will increase all residential customers bill one dollar. Included with the increase they will pick up large items like white goods, bulk waste, and yard waste once a week. A letter will notify residents when the new service will start. Seconded by Councilman Bergeron, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Bergeron introduced Ordinance #2017-3, an ordinance amending Chapter 40 (Land Use Code) to permit the installation of manufactured housing/mobile homes in Mobile home park land use districts only. Councilman Bergeron stated that he does not want any mobile homes in the City limits. Councilman Hollier stated that he is opposed to mobile homes in business areas but is find with allowing them in the rural areas of the City. Ordinance will be up for adoption at the next Regular Council Meeting.  
 
Councilman Richard motioned to adopt The Advertiser as Official Municipal Journal of the City of Scott for period beginning July 2017 and ending June 2018 as required by the Secretary of State.  Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.

Mrs. Rita Smalley requested a variance to the set back ordinance.  Councilman Hollier motioned to allow a 5ft on right and 1ft on left to build a home at 436 Le Violon Road.  Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.  
Councilman Richard motioned to re-appoint Kara Boudreaux to the Scott Planning Commission for a 5 year term beginning July 17, 2017.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.  
Councilman Richard introduced Ordinance #2017-4, an Ordinance amending Budget Ordinance for year ending 6/30/17.  Ordinance will be up for adoption at the Special Budget meeting Thursday June 22, 2017.
Councilman Montoucet introduced Ordinance #2017-5, Budget Ordinance for year ending 6/30/18.  Ordinance will be up for adoption at the Special Budget meeting Thursday June 22, 2017.

Councilman Bergeron motioned to hire a consultant, Dr. Jenelle Doucet to develop a pay plan and amend budget $10,000 for cost of study.  This was considered in 2015 by Councilman Richard, but no action was taken.  The study would be done in 2 phases:  Police and Fire to be completed by July 1, 2017 and all other city departments would take a few months longer.  Police Chief Leger asked that should the study find that pay increases were due, would the Council fund and implement the pay plan.  Councilman Troy Bergeron responded “yes”.  Councilman Bergeron further stated that should the study find employees to be overpaid; no pay cuts would be implemented. Mr. Pat Logan, Comprehensive Plan Facilitator stated that he did not want to delay Police and Fire Raises, so if they are implemented July 1 and the study of other departments extends beyond that time, and pay increases recommended  for those employees be retroactive to July 1.  Councilman Bergeron agreed that this should be considered. Motion was seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Richard motioned to dispense with Regular Order of Business to add Change of July 6, 2017 Council Meeting.
Councilman Richard motioned to move Regular Council Meeting to Thursday, July 13th at 6pm. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.  
There being no further business, meeting adjourned at 6:46 p.m.
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
