MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL Thursday, September 1, 2016 AT 6:00PM
The Mayor and City Council Member met in Regular Session Thursday, September 1, 2016 at 6:00pm.  All were present.
Councilman Richard led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Richard motioned to accept Regular Minutes of August 4, 2016 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.



Mayor Morrison announced Hazard Waste Day would be on September 10, 2016.  He also stated that he and other city official have been attending meeting with the Governor Office and FEMA regarding the flooding. 
Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2016-16, A Resolution authorizing the acceptance of FY 2014 LCDBG Water System Improvements Project.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Richard motioned to adopt Resolution #2016-15, A Resolution pertaining to the Municipal Water Pollution Prevention (MWPP) Environmental Audit Report, required for Louisiana Pollution Discharge Elimination System (LPDES) Permit Number LA0034495.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to Adopt Millage Rate, Resolution #2016-14 Mayor Morrison stated that the rate will not go up and will remain the 3.36mils and has not changed in several years.  Seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Bergeron introduced Ordinance #2016-10 An Ordinance enlarging the boundaries of the City of Scott, LA, Mark D Kidder, and Ann M. Kidder Area
Engineer Jeanne Hornsby with Fenstermaker and Associates presented a drainage improvement plan for the City of Scott.  In addition, Engineer Robert Miller also presented part of the drainage improvement plan.  Ms. Hornsby and Mr. Miller explored the City of Scott during the flooding and place beach marks for high levels around the city, they answered questions from the Mayor and Council.  Mayor Morrison also entertained questions from the audience.  Ms. Hornsby stated that approximately 125 homes were flooded and she gave general points.  The roads and ditches are often designed to hold floodwater in order to protect structures, roads can be elevated but it increases cost.  The new Apollo Road has been designed so the inner travel lanes would be about the 100-year BFE.  The higher you build the lower your yearly premium will be.  Ms. Hornsby stated the city needs to build large pond to hold more water flow.  Some resident expressed their concerns that the coulee and ditches need cleaning; Morrison stated that the city would be working on it.  Police Chief Leger addressed the traffic traveling on Flood Street that maybe causing wake into homes; he stated that the drivers would be sited. 
Fire Chief Sonnier reported that the Fire Department did not receive the AFG Grant to purchase a new latter truck.  He would like to apply again and asking if the city will help support with a 20% match.  After a discussion if was agree to be place on agenda for the next regular schedule meeting.  No action was taken. 
Councilman Hollier motioned to adopt Resolution #2016-17, A Resolution granting governing authorities right of entry onto private property without obtaining permission of owner and concerning other matters to facilitate recovery from the catastrophic flooding of August 2016.  Mr. Lee Arabie resident on Rice Circle asked what governs the City of Scott to go on private property.  Attorney Babin and Councilman Bergeron explained that the city of Scott is authorized to remove debris from private property upon notice that maybe determines that it is necessary for the public welfare or to protect the public from illness and safety hazard.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Young, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Young motioned to adopt Resolution #2016-18, A Resolution requesting financial assistance from the State of Louisiana under the Fiscal Year 2017-2018 Local Government Assistance Program and Community Water Enrichment Fund Program.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
There being no further business, meeting adjourned.
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
