MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL THURSDAY NOVEMBER 3, 2016 AT 6:00PM

The Mayor and City Council Members met in Regular Session Thursday November 3, 2016 at 6:00pm.  All were present.
Council Member Hollier led Prayer and Pledge.

Council Member Richard motioned to accept Regular Minutes of October 6, 2016 as written.  Seconded by Councilmen Young, motion carried unanimously.

Mayor’s Morrison introduced State Representative Julie Emerson
Mayor Morrison read a Resolution received from Louisiana Municipal Association expressing deep sorrow with sincere sympathy of the death of Councilwoman Tonya Marie Carola District 1 who passed away June 27, 2016.  Morrison presented the Resolution Ms. Carola daughter Allie Carola.
Councilman Hollier motioned to adopt Ordinance #2016-11 An Ordinance

amending section 24-26 of the Scott Municipal Code.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Engineer Mark Savoy recommended substantial completion of the 2016 Roadway Patching & Overlay Project.  Savoy stated low bidder was Coastal Bridge at $297,220.70 and bid came in 14% lower than budgeted, 15 streets were overlaid, and some Patching was done needed areas.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Young motioned for approval of Code Exception for land at the Northwest corner of Westgate Rd. and Harvest Pointe Circle for use as an Automotive Service/Repair Facility, Meineke Car Care Center.  Comprehensive Plan Facilitator Pat Logan stated that the land was a T4 urban center.  Several residents of Harvest Point circle subdivision opposed the Car Care Center stating that the business would bring more noise, traffic and environmental to the area.  After a lengthy discussion, Councilman Richard seconded the motioned.  Councilman Hollier and Montoucet voted no, Motion carried by majority.  
Mr. Reyes Rodriguez, owner of Azul Tequila restaurant requested appeal of Planning Commission denial of a Code Exception for use of the property located at 5535 Cameron St. as a bar.  Died for lack of a motion, no action taken.
Mayor Morrison asked for approval to purchase land located at 1300 Block of Adele St. behind Hangtime TNT Gymnastics.  Councilman Young motioned to purchase property at $50,000.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Montoucet motioned to approve of Louisiana Compliance Questionnaire.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.
Fire Chief Chad Sonnier update the Council on the pay per call plan set for the Volunteer Fire Department.  Sonnier stated that since it was approve they had 828 calls and the city was still a class 3 for fire protection.  The Council agreed to set the annual budget amount as $50,000 for incentive pay.  No action was taken.
Councilman Bergeron introduce Ordinance #2016-12 An Ordinance 

amending Chapter 40 of Land Use Code to add definitions for yards and amending Chapter 31 for Fences to regulate residential fences.  Ordinance #2016-12 will be up for adoption at the next regular schedule council meeting.
Councilman Young introduced Ordinance #2016-14 An Ordinance of the City of Scott, Louisiana, granting unto Bellsouth Telecommunications, LLC d/b/a AT&T Louisiana A Non-Exclusive Franchise for the construction, maintenance and operation of poles, wires, transmission lines and other structures and facilities for telephone or telegraph services in the City of Scott, Louisiana.  Ordinance #2016-14 will be up for adoption at the next regular schedule council meeting.
Councilman Hollier introduced Ordinance #2016-15 An Ordinance 

amending Chapter 24 offenses and miscellaneous provisions, article III.  public nuisances, removing the exemption for carports and specifying the responsibility for violations.  Ordinance #2016-15 will be up for adoption at the next regular schedule council meeting.

There being no further business, meeting adjourned.
