MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL THURSDAY January 4, 2018 AT 6:00PM
The Mayor and City Council met in Regular Session Thursday, January 4, 2018 At 6:00pm, all were present.
Councilman Bergeron led Prayer and Pledge.

Councilman Hollier motioned to accept Regular Minutes of December 7, 2017 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Bergeron motioned to accept Special Minutes of December 13, 2017 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Hollier motioned to accept Special Minutes of December 28, 2017 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Richard motioned to dispense with regular order of business to add approval of the Financial Statement for October 2017 to the agenda. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously.

Councilman Bergeron motioned to approve the October 2017 Financial Statement. Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously. 

Mayor Morrison had no report.
Councilman Hollier motioned to adopt an Ordinance #2017-12, an ordinance repealing Ordinance #2017-3 and amending section 8-84 of the Scott Municipal Code to establish setback requirements for mobile homes which would state not only will mobile homes have to be 50 ft. from the property line but also 50 ft. from the nearest structure.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motioned carried by majority.  
Councilman Montoucet motioned to adopt Ordinance 2017-13, an ordinance amending Chapter 18 of the Municipal Code regulating development drainage detention.  Mr. Mark Savoy, Grooms Engineering stated that Lafayette Parish and surrounding municipalities have already adopted. He also stated that three major changes include same size pipe but bigger ponds, prohibits developers from building up to high, and added fines for negligence.  Seconded by Councilman Boudreaux, motion carried unanimously.  
Councilman Bergeron motioned to adopt Ordinance 2017-15, an ordinance amending Ordinance 2003-5 to adopt a salary schedule and pay plan for the Municipal Employees of the City of Scott (excluding the Police and Fire Departments) Mrs. Jenelle Doucet presented the final proposal which includes giving a four percent cost of living raise to municipal employees and adjusting two employees’ salaries that did not fall within the correct range for a total of $71,000.  Councilman Richard and Councilman Boudreaux voiced their concerns on proposal. Seconded by Montoucet, motion carried by majority.  Councilman Richard voted no and Councilman Boudreaux abstained. 
Councilman Richard motioned to adopt Resolution 2018-1, a resolution authorizing the Mayor to advertise and let by contract to the lowest responsible bidder the contract for the repair of the bridges located in Fenetre Road and West Congress Street, and to retain an engineering firm for services regarding the repairs, and to amend the budget in connection therewith.  Mr. Joe Kolwe reported that the total cost to repair both bridges will cost $210,000.00 and will have to amend the budget.  The bridge on W. Congress Street needs more concrete work and less piling repairs.  The bridge on Fenetre Road needs more piling repair and less concrete repair.  Seconded by Bergeron, motion carried unanimously.
Councilman Richard motioned to adopt Resolution 2018-2, a resolution by the City of Scott in support of authority to propose a new one cent sales tax.  Senator Jonathon Perry and Representative Julie Emerson both gave updates on legislative session coming up and spoke in favor of the sales tax. Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.
