MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING

HELD AT SCOTT CITY HALL 
THURSDAY, MARCH 1, 2018 AT 6:00 PM
The Mayor and City Council Members met in Regular Session, Thursday, March 1, 2018 at 6:00pm, all Councilman were present. 

Councilman Richard let the Prayer and Pledge.  

Councilman Montoucet motioned to accept the Regular Minutes of February 1, 2018 as written.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously. 

Councilman Boudreaux motioned to accept the December 2017 and January 2018 Financial Reports.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motion carried unanimously.

The Mayor’s report consisted of Mayor Morrison announcing that this meeting will be long time City Clerk, Mrs. Donna Jumonville’s last meeting due to retirement.  Mayor Morrison thanked her for her years of service to the City Of Scott. 

Ms. Monique Boulet and Ms. Melanie Bordelon, with Acadiana Planning Commission gave updates on the current and upcoming projects in the region.  The projects are listed as follows

· Cameron Street Overlay and Turn lanes-$2,5000,000.—overlay Cameron Street through the city limits including a right turn lane onto Alfred St. and a left turn lane onto Jenkins Rd.  DOTD is providing the match and slated for construction on FY 2019.

· Saint Mary Street Sidewalk-$4,500,000—sidewalks from the railroad track to Lions Club Road and construction will begin FY 2019.

· LA 93 Widening, APC-MPO $5,000,000—LA 93 widening of north of I-10 and construction will begin in FY 2020.

· Apollo Road Widening-$1,300,000—widening from the roundabout to US 90.

· Roundabout Study for West Willow at Mills Street $20,000—Feasibility, Stage 0 for a roundabout.

· Roundabout Study for Westgate at Eraste Landry intersection $20,000—Feasibility, Stage 0 for a roundabout.
· Roundabout Study for Dulles at Le Violon Road intersection $20,000—Feasibility, Stage 0.

· MPO Local Road Safety Projects, DOTD Safety Funding, $430,000—APC facilitate funding for Local Road Safety Projects—City of Scott in 2015 $430,000 for high friction surface treatments. 

· Regional GIS Repository, US Economic Development Administration, $600,000.  Updated software that will serve as an intergovernmental tool to build and analyze geographic data. 
Councilman Bergeron motioned to change the date of the next regular April Council meeting to April 12th, 2018 because of the Boudin Festival.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.  
Councilman Hollier motioned to appoint Shelley Gautreau as the new City Clerk, effective April 1st upon Mrs. Donna Jumonville’s retirement.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously. 
Councilman Richard motioned to appoint Mr. Kert Thomas to the Police Civil Service Board.  Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously. 
Councilman Hollier motioned to adopt Resolution #2018-3, A Resolution authorizing the Mayor to execute a drainage servitude agreement between the City of Scott and Apollo Properties, L.L.C.  Seconded by Councilman Richard, motion carried unanimously.  
Councilman Richard motioned to adopt Resolution #2018-6, A resolution of the City Council for the City of Scott requesting the assistance of the Louisiana Congressional Delegation in assessing the costs/benefits of regional storm water projects potentially impacting the Parish of Lafayette and in seeking federal funding to move forward immediately with said projects. Seconded by Councilman Montoucet, motion carried unanimously. 

Councilman Bergeron motioned to match funds for Provost pond and outfall piping and Coulee Ile des Cannes from Dulles and Fenetre Road.  The resolution will be #2018-7, Mrs. Jeanne Hornsby with Fenstermaker spoke on behalf of the project stating that it would include 2,500 feet of channel improvements.  Mayor Morrison stated that the project would cost approximately $500,000.  Seconded by Councilman Hollier, motioned carried unanimously.
